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Specific conditions 

ÂÂ Women and Senior players (50 years old and older on December 31st, 2010) must 
choose between playing in their category (WS, WD, SS, SD) or playing in the Open 
events (OS, OD). Exceptionally, if there are very few competitors in their category (8 or 
less) players/teams will be allowed to compete in both events.  
 
In that case, the competition in their category shall start 2 hours after the start of the 
elimination matches in the Open category and shall be played in Single KO. In case of 
time conflicts when launching matches, the Open event must be given priority.

ÂÂ ROOKIE = Players ranked “P4P Neulinge” in the German rankings + all other players 
who don’t belong to the above categories.
